Can you see how Jesus Christ perfectly pictures for us this foundation of a cornerstone?  Can you 
see that Jesus is perfectly tested?  Infinitely precious?  Absolutely unshakeable?  And that by His 
life, death, and resurrection — those who trust Him will never be in haste? 
 
Which area of your life do you need to trust more to Jesus Christ?  What’s kept you from doing 
that?  What promises in God’s Word are relevant?  What commands are relevant?
